Spectator Code of Conduct:

Spectators are an important part of the game and shall always conform to accepted
standards of good sportsmanship and behavior.

Be respectful of all athletes, coaches, officials, other spectators, and tournament
staff.

Taunting, foul and abusive language, and disrespectful signs and behavior have no
place in youth sports and will not be tolerated. This is a zero-tolerance policy.

Any physical or verbal altercations with athletes, coaches, officials, other spectators,
or tournament staff will not be tolerated. Offending parties will immediately be
escorted out of the venue and banned from returning to the premises for the
remainder of the event.

Be respectful of event staff, security, and rules of the event, along with the use of
facilities and equipment provided, at all times.

Spectators will observe the rules of the event venues concerning weapons, smoking,
drugs, food/drink consumption, littering, and parking procedures.

Tournament Format

4 Team Pools (2 Day Event):

The desired format for each division is four (4) team pools on Saturday followed by bracket play

on Sunday. The results of pool play will determine where the teams will play on Sunday. In the

desired format, 1st and 2nd place from pool play will go to Gold Bracket, 3rd place to Silver

Bracket and 4th place to Bronze Bracket.



As mentioned, this is the desired format. However, this is subject to change and also is subject
to the amount teams in the given division. Uneven numbers may require us to have the
following:

e A pool of 3 that is playing automatic 3 Sets on Saturday.

e Two or three, three team pools, that will play normal best of 3 and then crossover

between the pools to determine seeding for the bracket
® Bronze brackets that are actually 3 team pools for Sunday.
